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PRESIDING MEMBER'S REPORT

A wide range of ethnicities and socio-economic conditions
are present in the Wellington and Wairarapa regions,

with the Wairarapa area particularly suffering a high level
of social deprivation and rural isolation. The Committee
has identified the following priorities for building strong
sustainable communities in these regions:

* projects that have elements of innovation,

* projects that build self-esteem and/or leadership,

* projects that demonstrate genuine community initiative,
¢ volunteer initiatives,

* projects that can be seen to ‘make a difference’ in the
community,

* preventative projects,
» groups that have a record of effective service delivery.

Continued funding of salaries is crucial to the sustainability
of community groups.

Grants in Action

Some examples of projects the Committee has funded this
year:

e The Masterton Safe and Healthy Community Council:
This is a multi-agency locally-driven response to
the high level of family violence in the Wairarapa.
This was highlighted by a series of violent deaths of
young people in the area during 2001. The Council's
flagship is the ‘Violence Free Wairarapa' campaign.
The projects and strategies for addressing family
violence put into action by these groups have served
as ‘best practice’ models for other areas, and have
been taken on by the wider Wairarapa community.
The Committee made one of its larger contributions of
$40,000 towards salaries and administration support
in recognition of the significance of the work of the
Council.

*  Wellington City Mission: The highest grant was to
the Mission for multiple salaries totalling $63,000
($21,000 each). The Mission is one of the main
service-provider groups that provide a range of
community services to a broad range of clients in the
Wellington city area. This is a service that has a history
of effective service delivery, and meets a number of
the Committee’s priority areas. Its multiple services
encompass parents, family/whanau, youth/children and
older people. It is planning to extend its service to the
wider Wellington region.

Trends

Applications have been showing a slow reduction over
the past three years. During the year, a series of funding
forums, including an ethnic funding forum, have been held
to raise awareness about advisory services and funding.

The small number of applications from the Wairarapa area
had been of some concern, however funding forums and
a community meeting in the region seem to have paid off.
Applications from Wairarapa groups almost doubled in the
2006/2007 year (increasing from 12 to 23).

While applications from kaupapa Méaori groups remain at
a level commensurate with the proportion of Maori in the
population, the level of applications from Pacific groups
remains low (around 5% of the total). Building capacity
through the Lottery Pacific Provider Development Fund
is the focus for working with Pacific groups. Applications
from ethnic groups are also few, and, again, the focus is
on workshops to build capacity.

Salaries remain the most requested single item — 64%

of applications received include a salary request. For the
2006/2007 year, the baseline range for salaries of full-time
positions was set at between $19,000 and $21,000, with
the Committee considering salary grants at a higher level
for significant projects that align well with its priorities.

Administration costs and volunteer expenses are the next
most-requested items.

Committee

In'line with its resolve to hold one meeting in a different
part of the region each year, the Committee held a
community consultation meeting in Masterton in March
2007. This gave the Committee the opportunity to
introduce themselves, seek on-the-ground advice on
issues and priorities, and generate more applications.

The Committee has had no change in membership which
has enabled it to develop a good collective knowledge
of the region and to consolidate and put into practice the
funding priorities it has developed.

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PRESIDING MEMBER'S REPORT

The Tasman, Nelson and Marlborough areas are
experiencing growth and changes in terms of population
and demographics. There are labour market shortages,
and with employment increasing across the board,

there has been a resulting increase in migrants. There

has also been an increase in refugees in the region.
These changing demographics will have an impact on
applications to this Committee. The Committee's priorities
are for projects to support the following:

e salaries,

* supervision,

* external training,

» travel as a higher priority for field workers,
¢ volunteers,

* new initiatives/new services.

Grants in Action

Some examples of projects the Committee has funded this
year:

Whole-of-Community Applicants: In line with the priorities
identified, at least 16 of the total 90 applications approved
for a grant were made to applicants that the Committee
considered to be ‘whole of community’. This includes
grants made to Volunteer Centres in Marlborough and
Nelson as well as a Greymouth community voluntary
service provider. These type of grants recognise and assist
communities by providing a central point for information,
support and advice.

Nelson Ark: This organisation received $29,130. It provides
support for three different sector groups, supporting youth
as well as seniors, and dovetails into different philosophies
including respectfulness and good citizenship.

As in 2005/2006, the Committee continued with the policy
of considering applicants’ projected outcomes, rather than
specific purposes applied for. This has especially been
applied to organisations that have proven track records in
terms of compliance and quality service delivery.

Ethnic and Refugee Groups: Large grants were also made
to the Nelson Multi Ethnic Council ($29,190) and Nelson
Refugee Assistance ($27,800). These grants contributed
to multiple salary grants - two positions per agency.

Trends

The number of applications has continued to decline
compared with previous years with 94 applications
considered in 2006/2007 compared to 104 in
2005/2006 and 136 in 2004/2005. However this
appears to be due to an exciting trend of greater
collaboration in the community sector. At least seven
recipients of grants during 2006/2007 were funded
for multiple salaries. In previous years each salary was
represented in a separate application. This shows greater
collaboration in the community sector with previously
single-purpose groups now operating multiple projects.
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Examples are noticeable in the youth sector, such as Get
Safe Motueka. This group previously worked only with
Family Violence Prevention, but now also manages the
Motueka Community Youth Worker.

The increase in new migrants and refugees in the area,
especially around Nelson, has led in some areas to
overcrowding in housing with associated health issues.
The labour market shortages meant that unemployment-
related applications were a low priority.

As in previous years, the Committee has again expressed
dissatisfaction with applications for the provision of
services that they consider to be the responsibility of

the government, particularly in regards to health, welfare
and education. It was decided that if the Committee has
adequate funds, it will consider health-related applications
for a grant of up to $2,000. This cap will only be reviewed
under exceptional circumstances.

The average annual grant continued to increase. The
average grant in the 2004/2005 year was $9,234. For the
2006/2007 year, it was $13,861.

Applications from those identifying as Maori increased
from seven (5%) in 2004/2005 to 12 (13%) in
2006/2007. The increase is attributed to a promotion of
Lottery funding and COGS for Maori Service Providers
held on a Marlborough marae in May 2006.

Applications for youth services and programmes still
appear to be in greatest demand. Grants to groups
working with seniors tend to be quite small at less than
$3,000 on average and mostly for activities, whereas the
youth sector invariably seeks salaries.

The rate of online application has remained fairly constant
with 81.5% for 2006/2007 (80% in 2005/2006 and 81%
in 2004/2005).

Lottery funding was promoted at a Funding EXPO held for
the Nelson/Tasman region. Presentations were made to
80 people, with another 40 from a waiting list seen since.

Committee

The Committee continued to receive a significant number
of letters of gratitude from applicants and this is a highlight
of business papers for meetings.

Two committee members attended the opening of ‘The
New Hub' at Nelson.

The Committee is eager to liaise with other funders so
a funder's forum has been initiated for March 2008. The
Committee will host the event, inviting non-Crown funders.
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Three members accepted another term on the Committee
and a new member was appointed and in attendance at
Maurice Austin

helping hand.

The Annual Report of each of these statutory
bodies provides full detall of their expenditure of
this allocation to Parliament, in accordance with the
Crown Entities Act 2004.
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Statutory Bodies



The New Zealand Film Commission (NZFC) received an
allocation of $9,009,455 from the New Zealand Lottery
Grants Board in 2006/2007 to encourage and participate
in the making, promotion, distribution and exhibition of
films made in New Zealand by New Zealanders.

There was also an allocation of $693,035 to the
New Zealand Film Archive for the collection and
conservation of New Zealand's film heritage.

Out of the Blue Most Popular

More than 2.5 million New Zealanders watched
New Zealand movies financed by the NZFC during the year.

Most popular theatrical release was Robert Sarkies’ Out Of
The Blue, attracting more than 118,000 New Zealanders,
and Jonathan King's Black Sheep with audiences of over
84,000 (the most popular New Zealand horror film ever
released here). Chris Graham’s Sione’s Wedding ended its
theatrical run in August 2006, with a total audience from its
six-month release of almost 430,000 people.

Record DVD sales for ‘Indian’

Roger Donaldson’s The World’s Fastest Indian was
released on DVD, and sold a record total of 114,000
DVDs. Second in home-entertainment popularity was
Sione’s Wedding, selling 51,000 copies. The year's total
of home viewers watching New Zealand movies on DVD
was estimated at 1.5 million.

Audience totals got even bigger when The World’s
Fastest Indian was telecast by TV One. It was watched by
550,000 people. Brad McGann's In My Father’s Den was
also popular, attracting more than 266,000 viewers.

During the year the Film Commission committed
production finance for seven new features.

Sport & Recreation New Zealand (SPARC) received an
allocation of $30,890,000 from the New Zealand Lottery
Grants Board in 2006/2007 for the promotion, encouragement
and support of physical recreation and sport in New Zealand.

CoachCorp gains momentum

SPARC's CoachCorp programme sees volunteer coaches,
managers and officials working with teams or individuals from
any sport at any level, across New Zealand. With the support of
their employer (through flexi-time), these volunteers are making
an important difference for sports participants of all ages.

During 2006/2007 approximately 50 companies and over 230
employees nationwide were involved in CoachCorp.

Big Push Forward
When it comes to encouraging a child into an active life, there's
no more powerful role model than a parent.

SPARC's inaugural Push Play Parents campaign set out to
enthuse parents about how important it is to be active with
children, how many options there are and, above all, what they
could do.

A resource was developed to provide ideas to parents, with
150,000 of these distributed nationally.

Getting Active in your Own Backyard

The options for getting active can often be found close to
home. Eight territorial authorities were helped to develop
customised long-term physical activity plans for increasing
physical activity in their areas.

Creative New Zealand received an allocation of
$21,310,000 from the New Zealand Lottery Grants Board
in 2006/2007 to encourage, promote and support the arts
in New Zealand for the benefit of all New Zealanders.

Fostering the Arts in New Zealand

Creative New Zealand works in a range of ways to foster
and promote New Zealand's arts and artists, both in

New Zealand and internationally. This is done through
funding selected organisations and by providing funding
to help develop New Zealand arts and artists. Community-
based arts are also supported through initiatives aimed at
increasing participation in the arts at a local level.

Examples include the support of The Memory Booth, a
short film produced by Stephen Chow with support of
$13,472 from the Screen Innovation Production Fund

(a partnership between Creative New Zealand and the
New Zealand Film Commission). The film details a story of
a young man who recalls a tragic event from his childhood
while visiting a memory booth and was screened at the
Telecom 36th International Film Festival 2007 as part of
the ‘MIC Homegrown: Works on Video' programme.

Light on water, by Matthew Lyons, was an entry in a photo
competition that gave entrants eleven days to capture
what daily life in the Hokianga was all about. The event
was organised by the North Hokianga Community Council
with support from the Creative Communities Scheme.

Basis of Opinion

We carried out the audit in accordance with the Auditor-

TO THE READERS OF THE PROFITS OF THE NEW ZEALAND LOTTERIES’ FINANCIAL
STATEMENTS FOR THE YEAR ENDED 30 JUNE 2007

The Auditor-General is the auditor of the Profits of New
Zealand Lotteries. The Auditor-General has appointed
me, J R Smaill, using the staff and resources of Audit
New Zealand, to carry out the audit on his behalf. The
audit covers the financial statements of the Profits of New
Zealand Lotteries for the year ended 30 June 2007.

Unqualified Opinion
In our opinion:

¢ The financial statements of the Profits of New Zealand
Lotteries on pages 82 to 96:

- comply with generally accepted accounting
practice in New Zealand; and

- fairly reflect:

* the Profits of New Zealand Lotteries’ financial
position as at 30 June 2007; and

» the results of its operations and cash flows for
the year ended on that date.

The audit was completed on 31 October 2007, and is the
date at which our opinion is expressed.

The basis of our opinion is explained below. In addition,
we outline the responsibilities of the Secretary of Internal
Affairs and the Auditor, and explain our independence.

Basis of Opinion

We carried out the audit in accordance with the Auditor-
General's Auditing Standards, which incorporate the New
Zealand Auditing Standards.

We planned and performed the audit to obtain all the
information and explanations we considered necessary
in order to obtain reasonable assurance that the financial
statements did not have material misstatements, whether
caused by fraud or error.

Material misstatements are differences or omissions of
amounts and disclosures that would affect a reader’s
overall understanding of the financial statements. If we had
found material misstatements that were not corrected, we
would have referred to them in our opinion.

The audit involved performing procedures to test the
information presented in the financial statements. We
assessed the results of those procedures in forming our
opinion.

Audit procedures generally include:

» determining whether significant financial and ,
management controls are working and can be relied
on to produce complete and accurate data;

» verifying samples of transactions and account
balances;
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* performing analyses to identify anomalies in the
reported data;

* reviewing significant estimates and judgements made
by the Secretary of Internal Affairs;

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STATEMENT OF ACCOUNTING POLICIES

FOR THE YEAR ENDED 30 JUNE 2007

REPORTING ENTITY

Under the provisions of the Gambling Act 2003, the
Secretary for Internal Affairs is responsible for keeping the
accounts of the Profits of New Zealand Lotteries. These
accounts are prepared consistent with the Public Finance
Act 1989.

MEASUREMENT SYSTEM

These financial statements have been prepared on the
basis of historical cost.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The following particular accounting policies, which
materially affect the measurement of financial performance
and financial position, have been applied.

Budget Figures

The budget figures are those approved by the Minister of
Internal Affairs at the beginning of the financial year.

The budget figures have been prepared in accordance
with generally accepted accounting practice and are
consistent with the accounting policies adopted by the
Secretary for Internal Affairs for the preparation of the
financial statements.

Revenue

Revenue comprises the profits of the New Zealand
Lotteries Commission, income from investments and other
miscellaneous revenue.

Profits from the New Zealand Lotteries Commission are
recognised when advised by the Commission, while
investment and other revenue is recognised when earned
and is reported in the financial period to which it relates.

Depreciation

The Department of Internal Affairs owns all of the fixed
assets used by staff servicing the New Zealand Lottery
Grants Board, the Distribution Committees and their
Sub-Committees. An asset service charge is paid which
represents the depreciation expense of the assets used.

Financial Instruments

The Secretary for Internal Affairs is party to financial
instrument arrangements as part of the every day
management of the Profits of New Zealand Lotteries. These
financial instruments include Bank Accounts, Investments,
Accounts Receivable, Accounts Payable and Loans.

All financial instruments are recognised in the Statement
of Financial Position, all revenue and expenditure
associated with Financial Instruments is recognised in the
Statement of Financial Performance.
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Investments

Premiums or discounts on investments are amortised over
the life of the investment on a yield to maturity basis.

Statement of Cashflows

Cash means cash held in bank accounts, call deposits
and other highly liquid investments, which Profits of
New Zealand Lotteries invests as part of its day-to-day
cash management.

Operating activities include cash received from all income
sources of Profits of New Zealand Lotteries, and records
the cash payments made for the supply of goods and
services.

Investing activities are those activities relating to the
acquisition and disposal of non-current assets.

Financing Activities are those activities relating to
changes in equity and debt capital structure of Profits of
New Zealand Lotteries and those activities relating to the
cost of servicing Profits of New Zealand Lotteries equity
capital.

Grants Approved

The net grants approved by the Distribution Committees
in the financial period are recognised as an expense in the
Statement of Financial Performance.

GST

These financial statements have been prepared on a
GST exclusive basis, except for accounts receivable and
accounts payable in the Statement of Financial Position,
which are GST inclusive.

Receivables

Accounts Receivable are recorded at estimated realisable
value.

Taxation

Profits of New Zealand Lotteries are exempt from the
payment of Income tax in terms of the Income Tax Act
2004. Accordingly, no charge for Income tax has been
provided for.

CHANGES IN ACCOUNTING POLICIES

There have been no changes in accounting policies
since the date of the last audited financial statements.
All policies applied are consistent with those used in the
previous year.
